Our history focus this term is World War I.
We will be learning about the reasons wars
start, how they impact the countries involved
and how they are resolved.

Our science topic is evolution. We will be
looking at the process of evolution and
learning about the work of Charles Darwin.

Our music lessons will involve lots of singing,
learning melodies on the glockenspiels, and
learning how music can be used to express
identity.

In art we are starting our photography unit
on forced perspective — get ready for some
tricks of the eye!
